Volunteer Job Description: Bridges Mentor

The Bridges Mentor is an adult who builds a mentoring-style relationship with a young person or persons in order to facilitate their participation in the Bridges Youth Program. Bridges Mentors report to the Minister of Faith Development.

Job Requirements:

· at least 18 years old and able to pass a background check

· complete a volunteer application which is available on our website

· enjoys and respects young people

· willing to follow direction and guidance from the Minister of Faith Development

· able to commit to working approximately 1.5 flexible hours each week for the entire school year.

· attend an orientation meeting with the Minister of Faith Development

Job Duties:

· Each mentor will be partnered with a youth participant. Your role is be in regular contact with the youth, track their progress in completing learning experiences, assist them in identifying activities or overcoming barriers to completing learning experiences (eg, help them identify a person to interview for “Becoming a teen” learning experience and set up the interview).

· Advocate for your participant within the larger church administration and leadership (eg, suggest that young people be invited to or informed of a particular church event, etc)

· Help your participant deepen their involvement in church related activities by having at least one face to face or telephone contact with your participant each week regarding the youth program, church and their participation.

· Inform the Minister the Minister of Faith Development of any 

· Ask for assistance and materials from the Minister of Faith Development as needed.
