Volunteer Job Description: Sunday Teacher

The Sunday Teacher organizes and teaches programming for school aged children. The Sunday Teacher reports to the Minister of Faith Development.

Job Requirements:

· at least 18 years old and able to pass a background check

· complete a volunteer application that is available on our website

· enjoys working with school aged children

· willing to follow direction and guidance from the Minister of Faith Development

· able to organize and teach according to approved curricula

· willing to commit to working at least two Sundays a month during Fall or Spring semester or willing to commit to working each Sunday during the Summer. 

Job Duties:

· Arrive at least 20 minutes prior to time during which you are scheduled (eg, arrive at 10:40am if scheduled for a Sunday during the school year).  

· Make sure that the room is unlocked and clean and that materials are ready for use before participants arrive. 

· Be familiar with the day’s lesson and prepared to teach.

· Sunday activities can include a mix of singing, music, arts and crafts, chalice lighting with milestones (best thing and most difficult thing that happened to you that week), circle time, reading stories, free play, lessons and group discussions.

· Maintain records including attendance sheets, registration forms and medical releases as needed. 

· Monitor children and assure their safety. 

· Inform Minister of Faith Development and caregivers of any notable incidents such as injuries, children who appear to be upset or ill, etc. 

· Ask for assistance and materials from the Minister of Faith Development as needed.

· Supervise Youth Child Care Provider if requested.

· Schedule an alternative teacher, who has been approved by the Minister of Faith Development, if not available to work on a scheduled Sunday.
